KNOW YOUR BIBLE ABOUT BAPTISM
A common belief shared by many about baptism goes something like this:  “Baptism is an outward expression that we have given our lives to Christ, but it has nothing to do with salvation”.
However, if we examine God’s Word and what it says about baptism we get a different picture.

How to be baptized:

1. Baptism is a burial (Romans 6:4).  It is the burial of our old man of sin                                                    

(Romans 6:6) and the washing of our bodies with pure water (Hebrews 10:22).
2. Baptism is a planting (Romans 6:5).  The old man of sin is planted and the new man raised to walk in the newness of life (Romans 6:4).

Why to be baptized:
1. Baptism is obedience to Jesus (John 3:5).

2. Baptism is for salvation (John 3:5; Mark 16:16; 1 Peter 3:21).

3. Baptism is how we put on Christ (Galatians 3:27).

4. Baptism puts us into the death of Christ (Romans 6:3).

5. Baptism is for the remission of our sins as Peter states in Acts 2:38.

The blood of Christ is the only thing that can forgive sins and the forgiveness of past sins is when we contact His blood by being baptized into His death.  We continue in contact with His blood after we are baptized by steadfastly observing the Lord’s Supper         (Acts 2:42; 20:7).  Jesus shed His blood in His death; therefore, you should search the scriptures until you have a good understanding of baptism.

May we always uphold what Jesus said in Mark 16:16, “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved”.  Never contradict Him by saying “He that believeth is saved whether he is baptized or not”.
