Know Your Bible About….Confession
Confessing your faith in Christ is necessary.  Matthew 10:32 says that everyone who confesses Jesus before men, will likewise be confessed before the Father by Jesus.  However, verse 33 tells us that if we deny Jesus he will deny us before this same Father who is in heaven.

Confessing of faith in Christ is with the mouth.  I Timothy 6:12 tells us to “fight the good fight of faith…to which you were called, and you made the good confession in the presence of many witnesses.”  Romans 10:9,10 tells us that we can be saved if we confess with our mouth Jesus as Lord.  Of course this is not salvation according to God’s Word.  We have already looked at the need to believe, repent and now confess Christ.

Confessing of faith in Christ can be seen by example.


1)  By Peter – Matthew 16:16


2)  Peter again speaking for the disciples – John 6:69


3)  By Martha – John 11:27


4)  By the Eunuch – Acts 8:37

Confessing your faith that “Christ is the Son of God” is a necessary step in God’s plan of salvation. Each one of God’s steps for salvation is as needful as the others.

We must hear as Romans 10:17 tells us and this hearing will cause us to believe.  John 20:31 says that “in believing you may have life in His name.”  Once we believe we have a desire to repent, “for godly sorrow worketh repentance unto salvation (II Cor. 7:10). This then brings us to the point of confessing Christ and being baptized in the likeness to be dead to sin (Colossians 2:12).  We must then live faithfully (Colossians 2:6, 7).
