Know Your Bible About "Believing"

Believing is a by-product of hearing.  “How then shall they call upon him in whom they have not believed?  And how shall they believe in Him whom they have not heard?” (Romans 10:14).  “So faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.” (Romans 10:17)  The bible says that believing is produced by hearing and the one we believe in is Christ. 

“Many other signs therefore Jesus also performed in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these have been written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing you may have life in His name.” 

         (John 20:30,31)

Acts 8:12 shows us that those who believed were moved to action, "But when they believed Philip preaching the good news about the Kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, men and women alike.”

The Ethiopian Eunuch likewise had a belief that caused him to act, “…. look! Water! What prevents me from being baptized?” And Philip said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may” and he answered, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.”

Believing is necessary.  Hebrews 11:6 says, “Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe....”  Mark 16:16 also make this point clear, “He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved; but he who has disbelieved shall be condemned.”
Those who do not believe are in bad company, “but the fearful, and unbelieving and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters and all liars, their part shall be in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone; which is the second death.”  (Revelation 21:8)
